Annual cultivation for
row crop production does:not fulfill the permanent vegetative requirement as stated in
Minnesota Rules Part 6120.3300, Subpart 7, and adopted in Ordinance 50, Section
16.08(B)(1).

While inspecting your property as part of your Shoreholder's easement application, county
staff noticed that a large portion of the buffer had been tilled up last fall.
